GENERAL DESCRIPTION:

As a Donation Ambassador Driver, you are primarily responsible for the safe pickup and drop off of donated
merchandise from donors’ homes/businesses to the ReStore using ReStore box trucks. This includes ensuring
all donors and customers are receiving outstanding service, safety and quality control on all donations is
maintained, and all aspects of truck use and maintenance are handled safely and completely.

PRIMARY RESPONSIBILITIES:

e Provide superior service to all donors and customers.

e Promote and maintain a safe and efficient work environment.

e Maintain an effective and communicative relationship with ReStore management, staff,
Donations Manager, volunteers, Habitat homeowners, and ReStore donors, volunteers, and
customers.

e Guarantee safe and prompt loading and unloading of all donors’ merchandise on box trucks.

e Screen all product for usability quality control according to set guidelines of acceptable donations
or recyclable material (to maintain low cost of trash pickups).

e Inspect, maintain, and complete daily cleaning and “Vehicle Checklist” of ReStore vehicles.

e Maintain safe procedures in all areas. (Examples: while driving box trucks, using lift gate, during
any forklift use, while carefully handling merchandise during loading and unloading, in receiving,
and while recycling.)

e Always maintain awareness of surroundings while driving, especially in receiving, near the front
entrance, or in recycling areas.

e Represent Habitat in a positive manner with a comprehensive understanding of Pikes Peak
Habitat for Humanity ReStore’s mission.

GENERAL DUTIES:

e Maintain organization of donation receipts and donor zip codes.

e Openly communicate with Receiving Associates about pickups and take lead on unloading trucks
from donation pickups with the assistance of volunteers and Receiving Associates.

e If provided a company phone, the Donation Ambassador Drivers must be available for
communication with both the Donations Manager and other ReStore management throughout the
workday.

e Perform daily cleaning, straightening, and organizing of the Donation Center and outdoor sales
lot to maintain an efficient, neat, and comfortable work and shopping environment for all staff,
volunteers, and customers.

e Safely operate a forklift upon certification.
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e Keep all storage areas neat and organized.
e Demonstrate a willingness to cross-train in other areas of ReStore operations.
e Any other duties assigned by ReStore management.

REQUIRED SKILLS/ EXPERIENCE:
e Attentive listening and clear communication skills required. Additionally, experience working
with people in a respectable manner to provide excellent service.
e Ability to move and lift 75 Ibs. unassisted.
Ability to safely climb in and out of the cabin and box of a box truck.
Ability to work 8 hours with considerable walking, lifting, standing, bending, kneeling, and
reaching.
Punctual, dependable, self-starter, and team worker.
High school diploma or equivalent required.
Minimum 2 years of experience driving scheduled delivery routes preferred.
Must pass a Criminal Background Check and Sexual Offender Check.
Must provide proof of personal car insurance coverage.
Must provide proof of a valid driver's license and maintain a good driving record.

PHYSICAL DEMANDS:

The physical demands described here are representative of those that must be met by an employee to
successfully perform the essential functions of this job. Reasonable accommodations may be made to
enable individuals with disabilities to perform the essential functions.

While performing the duties of this job, the employee is occasionally required to stand; walk; sit; use
hands to finger, handle, or feel objects, tools, or controls; reach with hands and arms; climb stairs;
balance; stoop, kneel, crouch or crawl; talk or hear; taste or smell. The employee must occasionally lift
and/or move up to 50 pounds. Specific vision abilities required by the job include close vision, distance
vision, color vision, peripheral vision, depth perception, and the ability to adjust focus.

WORK ENVIRONMENT:

Work environment characteristics described here are representative of those that must be met by an
employee to successfully perform the essential functions of this job. Reasonable accommodations may be
made to enable individuals with disabilities to perform the essential functions.

Individuals in this position will generally work indoors and will have a workspace designated solely for
him/her. Necessary office furnishings, equipment and supplies will be provided by Pikes Peak Habitat.
While performing the duties of this job, the employee may periodically be required to work outdoors and
would be exposed to weather conditions prevalent at the time. The employee may periodically be
required to work in an offsite environment or at special events, and from time-to-time may be asked to
travel on Pikes Peak Habitat business, at the affiliate’s expense. The noise level in the work environment
is usually moderate.

JOB STATUS:
1) FLSA Classification: This position is hon-exempt according to guidelines of the Fair Labor
Standards Act and, as such, an individual in this position is eligible to receive overtime pay.

2) This position is full-time in nature. An individual in this position will regularly work a schedule

consisting of 40 hours per week. The ReStore is open Monday — Saturday 10am-6pm. Most staff will be
required to work Saturdays.
